FOR A
Devout and Decent Behaviour
IN THE

Public Worfhip of GOD.

T is grievous to confider how many Chrifti-
Ians there are (if fuch as they deferve the Name
of Chriftians) who come not to Churchatall, or
very {cldom, to pay that public Duty and Wortfhip
to God, which our Religion calls for, and the
Laws of our Country enjoin, And even of thofe
. who do come, we find too many behaving them-
felves in fuch acarelefs Manner, as if the Wor-
thip of God were cither not their Bufinefs, there or
not worth minding. Some fi# altthe Time of Pray-
~ers, or put themfelves into fuch other lazy and
irreverent Poftures, as fhew fufficiently they have
noSenfe of what they fhould be doing, nor any
Awe or Reverence of the gloricus Being thev
come to addrefs, Others lay themfelves to Sicep,
or trifleaway the Time in thinking of their wo:ld-
ly Affairs, Others gaze and ftare about upon the
Congregation, or keep talking and whifpering
with their Neighbours: And this is efpecially ob-
fervable while the Leflons are reading; as if the
holy Scriptures, though given by Infbiration of
Gop, were not always to be seard, marked, leary-
ed
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ed, and inwardly digeofied, that {o they may an-
fwer the End for whdch they wire writien, and
become profitable for Dolirine, for Reprosof, ,or
Correétion, for Inflructioi in Righteotynefs; or in
one Word, good to the Ufe of edifyn:g, 1+ Tim, 1ii,
16, With regard to fuch cold and carelefs Wor-
thipers, we apply to the Church what ‘facob faid
of Bethel; Surely the Lord is in this Flace, and
they know it iwot. Theydo not confidcr, thatthey
are in the immediate Prefence of Gobp, and that
by fuch a Behaviour they aftront Him to his Face,
while they fhould be devoutly atrending to his
Word, or praying .o Him.

Others there are, who do indeed thew fome
Inclination to mind the Prayers, and all the reit
of the Service; butthey do it with fo much Igno-
rance, Diftra&ion, or Confufion, as difcover that
- they do not rightly underftand the Difference be-
- twixt one Part of the Service and another; or con-
fider, that fome are Prayers, fome Praifes and .
Thank(givings, fome public Prof¢ficis of the Chri-
ftian Faith, and fome no more than Inffruélions,
Comiands, or Exbortations to the People. We
often find them repeatifg after the Mim’gcr wiat
he alone fhould fpeak, and they thould only hark-
en to, They are alfo apt, when they join in the
Prayers, to fay them after him fo loud, as muft
needs be troublefome, and difturb thofc that are
near them. Now that {uch well-difpofed Perfons
may be taught how to order their Devotions better;
and to worfhip Gonp notonly with the|Spsriz, bug

with the Underflanding too, the following Di-
rections arc carneftly recommended to their Con-
fderation and Praétice.

Firft then, Have a confcicntious Regard to
this Advice of Solomon, (to whom Gop gave a
wife and underflanding Heart; ) Keep thy Foot
when thou goeft to the Houfe of Gop; and fo leck
to every Stcp you take in your Approach to ir,
that you come into his more immediate Prefence
with fuch Contemplations, Meditations, and Re-
fle¢tions in your Mind; as will lift up your Soul
unto Him, under an awful and juft Senfe of his
divine Majefty and Perfections; and with that
bumbleand contrite Spirit, whichdependent Crea-
turcs, and miferable Sinners ought tohave. Re-
member, that fince Gop is a Sprrit, your Wor-
thip of Him muft be Spiritual and reafonable, fin-
cerc and pure. It muft flow from a divine and
heavenly ¥rame of Mind. But yet, as the whole
* Manconfifts of Body and Sou/ together, youmutt
glorify Him in both; (1, Cor. vi. 20, )and, confi-
dering their natural Union and Sympathy, you
muft takz fuch Heed toevery Gefture & Pofture of
your Body; as that they may be fuch as will beft
exprefs your Humility, Revercnce, and Earnett-
nefs, and keep up fuitable Thoughts andAftetions
in your Soul. Particularly, you will,- T believe,
hence think that a &neeling Pofture is moft proper;
being that which Nature feems to dictate, in fo-
lemn Adorations and humble Confetlions, with-

out this exprefs Call for it from the infpired {alm-
ift
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ity (Pfal. xev, 6.( O comelet us worfbip, and fall
down, and kncel before the Lord our Maker, But,
Secondly, 1f you arc thus prepared to aworfbip
Gobp in Spirst and in Truth; you will then be
fure to go fo early to his Houfe, asto be there at
the very Beginning of the Service: Since the fame
Obligation lics upon you to attend every Partof
his public Worfhip, as to come tc Church atall,
For if you mifs the Beginning of it, you loofe th@
Opportunity of Confefling your Sins, and the Com-
fort of hearing your Pardon declared and pro-
nounced to you thereupon, Befide that, by com-
ming late, you difturb the Congregation to make
Way for you, Take-Care alfo not to leave the
Church, withont great Neceflity, till after the Mi-
nifter has given the Blfing that concludes the
whole Service; forif you go outbefore, you will
{cem to defpiiethe Blefing; and if you do fa, you
cannot expect the Grace and Peace of Gop fhould
go a]ong with you, But, |
Tbirdly, Having, as {oon as you can, gotten a
convenienmt Opportunity after your Entrance into
the Church, ja/l down-upon yourknecsin private
Prayer to Gob, for the Affiftance of his Spirit ip
thofe folemn Duties of Religion you come to per-
form, You will behave as in his Sight; your will
look upon Him as obferving what you ¢4, 2
well as what you fay and do; and teke Care 2l
the while you are at Church, that the inqeard Dif-
pofitions of your Sord, and the entsoard Demeznor
ot your Body, be fuch as becometh rot only the

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Holinefs and Worfhip of his Houfe, but his
more immediate Prefénce. |

In Prayer, you will fix your Thoughts wholly
upon Gop, who alone beareth Prayer; you will
difengage your Mind from all worldly Concerns;
you will keep your Eyes from wandering, and your
Lips from difturbing others in their Devotions.

In Thank(giving, imprinc upon your Heart a
Wt and lively Senfe of all Gop’s Goodnefs and

oving Kindnefs to your felf and to all Men; fince
you will then fee/ how joyful and pleafant a Thing
st 15 to be thankful, Pfalm cxlvii, 1,

In Hearing of God's Word, (whether it be read
or preached) be not only attentive to it, but in-
wardly digeft it, by applying to your own Con-
fcience its general Admonitions, Reproofs, or Ex-
hortations; and by treafuring up in your Memory
its Precepts and Examples ,itsPromifesandThrea-
tnings,for the conftant and right ordering of your
Converfation. '

In Singing P/alms, let your Underflanding and
Spirit direct and govern the Melody of your Fuice,
that fo your Hears may be nolefs filled with Grace,
than your Tongue with Joy. And,

Laftly, In Recesving the Sacrament of the Lord s
Supper, “remember always the exceeding great
Love of our Matfter, and only Saviour in dying
for us, and the innumerable Benefits which by his
t_rccious Blood-(hedding He hath obtained to us.”
